4. At least three separate kayaking excursions of at least three hours and 15 km each

5. It is strongly recommended that all Flatwater Kayaking Instructors have, in addition to their kayaking qualifications, some qualification in Swimming, First Aid and CPR
Camp Kayaking Instructor
1. At least 16 years of age

2. Current ORCKA member (membership is included with the ORCKA CKI participant fee)

3. ORCKA Flatwater Kayaking Level A, equivalent certification or comparable skills and experience (with the permission of the Course Director)

Moving Water Kayaking Instructor 1
1. At least 18 years of age

2. Current ORCKA membership

3. ORCKA Moving Water Kayaking Level 2 or equivalent certification (with the permission of the Course Director)

4. It is strongly recommended that all Moving Water Kayaking Instructor 1s have, in addition to their kayaking qualifications, some qualification in Swimming, First Aid, CPR and river rescue.

Kayak Tripping Instructor 2

7. At least 18 years of age

8. Current ORCKA membership

9. ORCKA Coastal Kayaking Level 1 or equivalent certification (with the permission of the Course Director)

10. ORCKA Kayak Tripping Level 2 or equivalent certification (with the permission of the Course Director)

11. Any ORCKA Instructor certification or equivalent certification (with the permission of the Course Director)

12. Minimum of five years of kayak tripping activities

a. Log of kayak tripping leadership or shared leadership for a minimum of 50 nights and 1000 kilometres

b. Log of kayak tripping experience to include up to three kayak trips in wilderness or near-wilderness areas, totalling at least 20 days and covering at least 400 kilometres

Coastal Kayaking Level 1 

ORCKA Flatwater Kayaking or ORCKA Flatwater Kayaking Level B, equivalent certification or comparable skills and experience (with the permission of the Course Director)
At least three separate kayaking excursions of at least three hours and 15 kilometres each
Coastal Kayaking Level 2 

1. The candidate must be at least 17 years of age

2. ORCKA Coastal Kayaking Level 1, equivalent certification or comparable skills and experience (with the permission of the Course Director)

3. Evidence of at least 15 separate coastal kayak trips of at least five hours duration each. The candidate must have assumed responsibility for some of the organisation and leadership on at least five of these trips. These kayak journeys should include a variety of locations conditions
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
